The second featured pilot has been displayed at the San Juan Aviation Museum in the Roy 

Franklin Terminal at Friday Harbor Airport.  It’s our old friend and SJPA member, Marty Stewart . 
A reception was held last Sunday afternoon. June Stewart  and John Geyman  unveiled the new 
display.  The museum was started in 2008 and is jointly sponsored by the San Juan Pilots 
Association and the Port of Friday Harbor.  

Marty’s flying career spanned 60 years, including 36 years in the Air Force during three wars - 
World War II, Korea, and Vietnam. After retiring to San Juan Island in 1990, he continued to fly 
actively until just months before his death from cancer in 2005. As a Deacon in the Friday Harbor 
Presbyterian Church, he regularly flew various pastors to visit hospitalized parishioners, and his 
Cessna 182 soon became known as "POB Airlines" (Presbyterians On Board). 

The museum records the history of aviation in the San Juan Islands since the early years after 
World War II when Roy Franklin first established scheduled air service linking San Juan Island 
with neighboring islands and the mainland.  Roy was the first featured pilot at the museum.

Here’s the latest on what you do-and-don’t need to make the sometimes 
not-so-easy hop to the Great White North. 
 

The requirement to equip your aircraft with a fixed 406 ELT has been delayed, indefinitely.  
Here’s the text from http://www.tc.gc.ca/CivilAviation/general/406mhz.htm 
 

Update on proposed 406MHz ELT Regulation 
Further to the recent insert with the Aviation Safety Letter, Transport Canada wishes to advise 
stakeholders that the current ELT regulation CARS 605.38 is still in effect with respect to the 
regulatory requirements for the carriage of a 121.5MHz ELT.  

The original proposed effective date for the new regulation will be delayed pending publication 
in Canada Gazette part II. Therefore, until such time as the new regulation comes into effect, 
the requirements as currently stated in 605.38 are still in effect for all aircraft operating in 
Canadian airspace.  

The proposed transition period for the new regulation will not take effect until the new regulation 
comes into effect.

If you are flying to Canada - 
you may need to have your pilot’s license reissued. 

This was news to many of us, but became important when SJPA President, Tom Schramm , 
pointed out that an English Proficiency endorsement is required for flight outside the US, and 
for most of us, that means into Canada, who now requires it. 

Getting the endorsement is easy, and just requires getting a replacement certificate, and 
selecting English proficiency as the reason.  Here’s the link: 
http://www.faa.gov/licenses_certificates/airmen_certification/airmen_services/ 

If you already have an account, just sign in and choose Request Replacement Certificates.  
When your certificate shows up, under reason, choose, “English Proficiency”.  It’s easy to do.  
You’ll need a credit card to pay $2 and your driver’s license or passport number, for them to 
pick up a photo of you.  No, you can’t just attach a picture of you at Herb’s. 
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Oh Canada (Cont’d) 
 
There is no need for proof that you can actually speak English, unless they assume that you 
have read the instructions, so you must be ‘Merican.   
 
Tom Schramm  reminds us that this requirement is brought to you by ICAO,  those great folks 
who you told you a weather report is a METAR and a forecast is a TAF.
