Friday Harbor Airport Construction Planned

Airport Manager Dave Ryan sends along the following:

| wanted to advise you that construction on the Emergency Access Gates and Miscellaneous
Airport Improvements Project will begin Monday July 27, 2009 at Friday Harbor Airport. This
construction will require some night closures of the airport and possible runway threshold
displacement of 300" on the RWY 16 approach for a few days. This project will install two
emergency access gates and roadways along Mullis Street allowing emergency equipment
direct access to the airfield. It will also address drainage issues on the north safety area,
hangar areas and near taxiway Alpha 2 and the apron as well as rebuilding and re-aligning the
taxilane that leads to the Northwest hangar area near Westwind Aviation. Equipment and
personnel will be working adjacent to the runway and taxiways and in the runway safety area.
The project is scheduled to last 60 days. As soon as | am provided a schedule | will pass it
along to you. Please check your NOTAM'’s daily during this period as we will be working on
several areas of the airport. Please pass this information along to your employees and
associates that use our airport. Thanks you for your cooperation.
