It will
likely prompt you to load a small piece of software (Active
X). After that, you'll have the chance to see several real-
time views of the airport. Click the “control” button, and it
will open a page, giving you a drop-down box of Preset
positions. Click the down arrow and then select a view.
Very impressive.
