Westwind Aviation has teamed with Northwest Sportplanes to bring the new Evektor Sportstar to
the Northwest.
Allan Willis , one of Westwind Aviation's
instructors, has bought a new factory built
Sportstar and started Northwest
Sportplanes.

It will be the dealer for the Sportstar for the
Northwest. Allan flew down to Kerrville
Texas a few days before Thanksgiving to
pick up N713BK and bring her home to
Friday Harbor.

The trip home went though Farmington, New Mexico,
Monument Valley, Lake Powell, North to Salt Lake City
and then across Oregon, to Portland and then to
Friday Harbor.

Allan got home on Saturday November 25th the day
before the big storm.

John’s comments: "Good looking airplane,
light on the controls, with great visibility, fuel
economy at little more than 4 gal/hr,
comfortable with 3 inches more cabin width
than a 182 and plenty of head room, benign
stalls without a wing drop, climbed out at over
1,000 feet/minute with two of us, feels solid
and docile but fun to fly, nice panel, and a good step ahead for GA. Minor problems only, including
location of electric trim, quite sensitive nose gear steering, but no real problems. Main question for
me in the LSA market would be high wing vs low wing and comparative pricing, but this is up there
as an option. Expect that many pilots on the Island will enjoy this airplane. "
